FRIDAY AFTERNOON ACTIVITIES

confusion regarding the organisation of Friday 
Afternoon Activities and I would like to take this 
opportunity to clarify the arrangements that are in 
place. 
 

‘Early Car’ 
Parents may choose to take their children home at 
2.50 p.m. after lessons have finished or children 
may take the early bus to Muthaiga. This we call 
‘Early Car’. These children are expected to leave 
school as soon as possible at this time. Parents 
should note that if they should be delayed for some 
reason, they should call the School Office and let 
us know so we can be sure their child is 
supervised. All of The Banda Staff are involved in 
running activities or matches at this time and 
unsupervised children are usually placed in an 
activity until parents arrive to collect them. There is 
limited supervision of the wall and playground 
areas during this time as all pupils should be in 
supervised groups. It would be greatly appreciated 
if alternative, informal arrangements to leave 
children at school to wait for siblings or friends are 
avoided. The School needs to be aware of which 
children are on the premises and where they are, 
at all times.   
 

‘Friday Afternoon Activities’ 
Parents may elect for their children to stay and join 
an activity. Once chosen, pupils are expected to 
remain in the activity for the term. These pupils 
leave school at the normal time of 3.45 p.m. unless 
they are in an activity such as Horse Riding or Golf 
when the collection time from Karen is later.
